Summary
This article supersedes TSB 21-2454 to update the vehicle model years affected.

Issue: Some 2021-2022 Bronco vehicles equipped with a stabilizer bar disconnect system may exhibit an illuminated
red and/or amber stabilizer bar disconnect indicator and diagnostic trouble code (DTC) C103A:74 stored in the
chassis control module (CHCM). This may be due to the software in the CHCM. To correct the condition, follow the
Service Procedure to reprogram the CHCM.

Action: Follow the Service Procedure to correct the condition on vehicles that meet all of the following criteria:

» 2021-2022 Bronco
» Equipped with stabilizer bar disconnect
* [lluminated red and/or amber stabilizer bar disconnect indicator

* DTC C103A:74 stored in the CHCM
Warranty Status: Eligible under provisions of New Vehicle Limited Warranty (NVLW)/Service Part Warranty
(SPW)/Special Service Part (SSP)/Extended Service Plan (ESP) coverage. Limits/policies/prior approvals are not

altered by a TSB. NVLW/SPW/SSP/ESP coverage limits are determined by the identified causal part and verified
using the OASIS part coverage tool.
